SPECTRUM CABLE UPDATE 

 

First, I want to thank everyone who came up to the Clubhouse on December 9th to meet 

with our Spectrum representative.  At that time, our pricing was dependent on how 

many homes signed up.  Since then, we have been given a new proposal which I think 

will make everyone even happier.  

All homes that sign up will be given cable, 2 boxes and internet for the monthly 

price of $47.50 plus tax.  So, this includes the Platinum Package with 2 TV Boxes 

(Not DVR) and the highest video package (does not include the movie channels).  

This will also include 100Mbps internet with wireless router included.  We have 

been told that during the 1st quarter of 2021.  The internet speed will become 

200Mbps (no price increase).  

So, during the week of January 11, 2021 all interested parties will need to sign up. We 

will have people at the clubhouse every day from 11 am to 3 pm.  A deposit check for 

the 1st month will be needed at that time.  I am still waiting for the final dollar amount 

(the tax).  At that time, you will be given the information that you will need to set up 

your automatic payment.  

If you are unable to come to the clubhouse, you must contact Sallie Goodrow or Bruce 

Hazen.  We will set up a time to come to your home.  

If you already have Spectrum, you will not need to change out any of your equipment.  

If you have DVR, telephone, movie channels or anything else not included in the of-

fered package, you can still keep all your extras, but you will receive another bill for 

those items.  

Currently we have around 160 homes that are already signed with Spectrum for some 

service, internet, and/or phone.  Everyone should be saving money with this new plan.
